What is speed stacking? It is a fun sport where you stack specially designed cups up and down
in a specific pattern as fast as possible. Cup stacking uses both sides of the brain and is great
for hand-eye coordination and ambidexterity. Participants race against the clock or other
stackers. There are individual, doubles, and team events. It is a Junior Olympics event and has
been featured on the Tonight Show, in the NY Times, and as a challenge on the Amazing Race.
